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To President Obama, Secretary Clinton, Special Envoy Mitchell:

We urge you to use the power of your offices to end the demolition of Palestinian 
homes in the Israeli Occupied Territories.

Until recently your administration had expressed strong opposition to Israeli settlement 
expansion. Your statements had given supporters of a peaceful and just solution some 
hope. The importance of ending Israel’s destructive policy is reflected in the Road Map 
initiative, led by the US, which calls for the cessation of house demolitions in Phase 
One. Instead of backing down in the face of Israeli intransigence, we believe you need 
to do more.

Since 1967, the Israeli government has demolished over 24,000 Palestinian homes

Israel justifies these demolitions on the grounds that Palestinians often build on their 
own land without Israeli-approved “permits.” However, as the UN Office for Coordina-
tion of Humanitarian Affairs reports, Israel denies 94% of all Palestinian applica-
tions for building permits from Palestinian families in the Occupied Territories, 
and then demolishes Palestinian homes for the failure to have a permit that they 
cannot obtain. B’tselem, the Israeli Information Center in the Occupied Territories, the 
Israeli Committee Against House Demolitions, and other Israeli Human Rights groups 
note that Palestinians in East Jerusalem face the same reality.

Over the course of the last two years the public debate over the 
Israeli/Palestinian conflict has focused on the issue of settlement 
construction and expansion.

The demolition of a home not only destroys a physical structure, but 
has numerous other consequences: it tears at the family structure, 
increases poverty and vulnerability, and ultimately displaces a family 
from the environment that gives it cohesion and support. This has 
long-term physical and mental health consequences as well.

Forced displacement is not only an acknowledged part of Palestin-
ian history but it is also a current fact: Palestinians, both refugee 
and non-refugee, are still being displaced today, and one of the 
primary vehicles for their displacement is the Israeli policy of house 
demolitions.

What follows is based on materials from the report Broken Homes 
issued by the Palestinian Counseling Center, Save The Children 
UK, and the Welfare Association.

What are House Demolitions?

Frequently Asked Questions

Are Israel’s house demolitions legal under interna-
tional law?

No. Under the Fourth Geneva Convention, Occupying Powers are 
prohibited from destroying property or employing collective punish-
ment. Article 53 reads: “Any destruction by the Occupying Power 
of real or personal property belonging individually or collectively 
to private persons...is prohibited.” Under this provision the practice 
of demolishing Palestinian houses is banned, as is the wholesale 
destruction of the Palestinian infrastructure.

What are the reasons given by the Israeli government 
for demolishing Palestinian homes?

Israel claims that the majority of house demolitions are conducted 
for ‘administrative’ reasons, usually due to the lack of a proper 
permit. However it is almost impossible for Palestinians, living

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under Occupation, to obtain permits. The United Nations conducted 
a study in 2008 and found that Israel denied 94% of all Palestinian 
permit requests in Area C – the areas of the West Bank controlled by 
the Israeli government.

Are expulsions of Palestinians legal under interna-
tional law?

Under Articles 35 & 49 of the Fourth Geneva Convention it is 
forbidden to deport, or “forcibly transfer,” the local population, 
including such common Israeli practices as revoking the Jerusalem 
residency of Palestinians or banning Palestinians from returning 
from work, study, or travel abroad.

During the Oslo Process were Palestinian Homes de-
molished in East Jerusalem?

During the Oslo negotiations, the Jerusalem municipality and the 
Ministry of Interior demolished almost 300 Palestinian homes in 
East Jerusalem alone.

Why is it a problem for East Jerusalem Palestinians to 
obtain housing permits?

Since 1967, Israel has created a “Greater” Jerusalem which controls 
the entire central portion of the West Bank and cuts the economic 
heart out of a Palestinian state. While constructing 90,000 housing 
units for Jews in East Jerusalem, the municipality has intentional-
ly created a shortage of 25,000 housing units for Palestinians. The 
goal is three-fold: (1) the blatantly racist objective to maintain a 
72%-28% majority of Jews over Arabs; (2) to confine the Palestin-
ian population to small islands – the Arabs make up a third of the 
Jerusalem population, but only have access to 7% of the urban land; 
and (3) to ultimately force Palestinians out of the city.

How many houses have been demolished since the Oc-
cupation began?

Since 1967, over 24,000 Palestinian homes have been demolished in 
the Occupied Territories, including East Jerusalem.

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Background information on house demolitions

Since Israel’s 1967 occupation of the West Bank and Gaza Strip, it is 
estimated that Israeli civilian and military authorities have destroyed 
24,130 Palestinian homes in the Occupied Palestinian Territories 
(Gaza, the West Bank, and East Jerusalem).1

The rate of house demolitions and evictions has risen significant-
ly since the beginning of the second Intifada in September 2000. 
According to the Israeli Committee Against House Demolitions 
(ICAHD), between 1994 and 2000 when Palestinians and Israelis 
were engaged in negotiations, 740 Palestinian homes were demol-
ished in Israeli military operations. According to data available from 
the Committee Against House Demolitions in Israel, 24,130 houses 
have been demolished since 1967 -- 6,000 of them directly after the 
war in Latrun (the villages of Emmaus, Beit Nuba, Yalo), as well as 
most of the Dung Gate neighborhood in Jerusalem’s Old City.2

By comparison, between October 2000 and 2004, 5,000 homes were 
demolished during military operations. As described below, demoli-
tions by the Israeli army are only one segment of the demolitions 
that Israel carries out. ICAHD documented that between October 
2000 and 2004, 628 homes were demolished as collective punish-
ment against the families of persons suspected of involvement in 
attacks on Israelis. An additional 1,900 homes were demolished 
between September 2000 and May 2007 by Israeli civilian authori-
ties due to ‘building permit violations.’

The United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian 
Affairs (UN OCHA) began systematically tracking homes demol-
ished in the Occupied Palestinian Territories (OPT) in 2006. From 
that year till July 2008, 989 structures were demolished (639 in the 
West Bank and 350 in the Gaza Strip), of which 52% were residen-
tial. While this appears to mark a decline in the number of homes 
demolished, ICAHD notes that Israeli authorities have demolished 
increasingly larger structures, which house more people.

The demolition of homes causes the forced displacement of their 
residents. In the West Bank alone, the destruction of some 3,302 
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homes between 2000 and 2004 meant the displacement of approxi-
mately 16,510 people.3 The Israeli incursion into the Jenin Refugee 
Camp in 2002 displaced approximately 4,000 people. Nearly all of 
the 232 people displaced in Nablus over the past two and a half 
years lost their homes in military operations.4 Tens of thousands 
of additional homes have been damaged to the point of being unin-
habitable during military incursions. In Gaza, from 2000 to 2007, 
the partial or total destruction of 7,342 houses, largely as a result 
of Israeli military activity, impacted 69,350 residents, among them 
34,224 children.5

During 2008 alone, 1,151 Palestinians – including up to 613 children6 

– were displaced or affected* by the demolitions of residential struc-
tures in the OPT.7 Eighty seven of these demolitions were in East 
Jerusalem, displacing 404 people, including 227 children.8

Twenty eight per cent of children in Gaza have witnessed the demo-
lition of a friend’s home. Nearly 19% had watched their own home 
destroyed.

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Administrative rationale for the 
demolition of Palestinian homes

Due to restrictive zoning and urban planning, bureaucratic and 
financial obstacles, Palestinians seek to resolve urgent housing needs 
by building without an official permit, despite the risk of subsequent 
demolition. Three-hundred and twenty-five homes, over half (184) 
of them in Jerusalem, were demolished in the West Bank due to 
the lack of building permits between the years 2004 and mid-2007, 
according to the Israeli human rights organization B’Tselem.

Throughout the West Bank, and in Jerusalem in particular, observers 
note clear discrimination in the application of building regulations 
and punishment meted out. Between 1996 and 2000, for example, 
the number of recorded building violations was four and a half times 
higher in Israeli neighborhoods of Jerusalem (17,382 violations) 
than in Palestinian neighborhoods of East Jerusalem (3,846 viola-
tions). But the number of demolition orders over this period issued 
in West Jerusalem was four times less (86 orders) than the number 
in East Jerusalem (348 orders).

“In other words, while over 80% of building violations were recorded 
in West Jerusalem, 80% of actual demolition orders were issued for 
buildings in Palestinian East Jerusalem,” according to the World 
Bank. Between 1999 and 2003, 157 Palestinian-owned buildings 
were demolished in Jerusalem by Israeli authorities, compared to 
only 30 Israeli-owned buildings. Many families continue to live 
with the threat of displacement through house demolition. In 2005, 
there were more than 10,000 outstanding demolition orders for Pal-
estinian homes in East Jerusalem alone.

Once a home is demolished, the family loses both the house as a 
financial asset and often the property inside it; in addition they are 
liable for the costs of the house demolition which can run up to tens 
of thousands of dollars. To avoid these costs, Palestinians subject to 
administrative house demolitions may ‘opt’ to undertake the demo-
lition of their own home and pay a smaller fine in an arrangement 
with authorities. It is not known how many Palestinians choose this 
route; however, ICAHD fears that their numbers rival those whose 
homes are demolished by the authorities. This means there are many 
more house demolitions than the documented 24,000.

The demolition of inhabited structures may affect many families 
at a time. Often in the OPT, the entire extended family lives in 
close proximity, often in the same building. The demolition of 
one structure, therefore, or collective demolitions within a defined 
area, can destroy not just the family domicile but also each nuclear 
family’s most immediate source of support and social connection.

When a house is demolished, individuals must cope with enormous 
trauma. This creates a situation in which it is difficult to receive 
the necessary care. For children experiencing shock, and who 
would normally rely on their parents for protection and caretaking, 
the trauma is magnified.

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Family stories

Israel’s demolition of Palestinian homes is integral to the expansion 
of settlements across the West Bank. The loss of a home causes 
immense hardship for entire Palestinian families. These are the 
stories of just a few Palestinians who saw their lives thrown into 
chaos by a sudden and painful demolition. There are thousands upon 
thousands more.

Khader Family: No “natural growth”

Mr. Khader is a high school 
mathematics teacher who lives 
with his family in the village 
of Shukba in the central West 
Bank. One day his wife called 
him at work to say that the Israeli 
army had arrived and was about 
to demolish their home. By the 
time he arrived home more than 
100 soldiers had closed off the 
village and were destroying six 
houses. The only reason given the families was that their houses 
were built without permits. The village is situated in Area ‘B’ under 
Palestinian Authority control. However all the land surrounding 
the village is in Area ‘C,’ owned by the villagers but under Israeli 
control.

Israel refused to allow the village to undergo natural expansion as 
families grow. One of the arguments the Israeli government makes 
in response to calls for a settlement freeze is that it would restrict 
“natural growth” within Israeli settlements.

The rubble of Family K’s old house 
surrounds their rebuilt one
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Mr. Fouad lives in the village 
of Shukba in the Central 
West Bank. The Israeli army 
destroyed 6 houses in the village 
in one day in 2006. The rubble 
of the Fouad family’s old house 
surrounds their rebuilt one. 
Though it proved impossible to 
obtain building permits from the 
Israeli authorities, Mr. Fouad 
built a home for his family of 
seven children. His family lived in the village for hundreds of years 
and he has legal title to the property dating back to the Ottoman 
era. However the Israeli government has a policy of not allowing 
Palestinian villages to grow, of refusing requests for permits, and 
of routinely destroying homes that represent a family’s life savings. 
Over 40 Israeli activists helped to rebuild this home.

Musa Family: Your house or your village.

Mr. Musa built his home in 
2006, adjacent to his parent’s 
home on the family land. 
In 2007 they were forced to 
dismantle the home by the 
Israeli Authorities under threat 
of massive demolitions in the 
village. The people of Kebia are 
mostly farmers, construction 
workers, and a handful of pro-
fessionals. Many of them travel 
to Ramallah for work, and some work in the settlements. Even the 
village schoolteachers work in the settlements during the summer 
as laborers in order to supplement their salaries. Kebia was also the 
site of an infamous massacre by Israel’s 101 Brigade on October 14,

Fouad Family: Refused permits, built anyway
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Zatara is situated just south 
of Jerusalem in Area ‘C’ near 
the Har Homa settlement. The 
family paid over 7,000 shekels 
($1,900) to apply for a building 
permit in 1995 but was refused. 
Mr. M went ahead and built a 
home on their own land in 1996 
and lived there with his wife and 
two children. Mr. M inherited 
the land from his father. The 
family home where Mr. M grew up was legally built with a permit 
from the Jordanian Authorities who occupied the area before 1967. 
The house was demolished on November 10, 1997. The family 
rebuilt the house and lived there until September 20, 2006 when 
the second demolition occurred, with the entire family present. 
Soldiers cordoned off the entire village and declared a curfew before 
the bulldozers were brought in. The family also owns 20 dunams 
(5 acres) of land near the Nicodeem settlement. However they are 
unable to work the land due to being run off by settlers who have 
also uprooted their olive trees.
